Notice of Examination Entry Level Firefighter

Written examination for appointment to the position of entry level firefighter for the Tiffin Fire/Rescue Division will be
administered on Saturday, September 14, 2013 at 9:00 a.m. in Franks Hall, Rms. 121 & 122, Tiffin University,

Miami St., Tiffin, Ohio. Doors will open at 8:00 a.m. Applicants may pick up application forms and instructions at the
Office of the City Administrator, 51 E. Market St., or the Fire Department, 53 S. Monroe St., Tiffin, Ohio, 44883. All
applications MUST BE MAILED to the Tiffin Civil Service Commission at 51 E. Market St., Tiffin, OH 44883, and MUST
BE POSTMARKED on or before September 6, 2013. Applicants must be a U.S. Citizen, at least eighteen (18) years of age
to take the test, and no older than thirty (30) years of age by the date of appointment to the department. All candidates must
be in good physical condition and of good moral character, must have a high school diploma or GED equivalent; have no
former or pending felony convictions, and must have a valid Ohio driver’s license (must be shown at time of testing).
Applicants receiving a passing grade on the written test will receive extra credit for military service, the State of Ohio Fire
Firefighter Level Two (2) Certification, the State of Ohio Paramedic Certification or State of Ohio EMT Certification.
Military veterans must bring a copy of their discharge certificate (DD-214). Applicants holding the State of Ohio Fire
Fighter Level Two, Paramedic or EMT Certification, must bring a copy of their Department of Public Safety certification
card with them to the test site, to receive credit. There will be a $10.00 cash fee for the administration of the test, payable at
the time of testing. NO CHECKS OR CREDIT CARDS WILL BE ACCEPTED. Persons who have previously submitted
applications for this position must reapply at this time. The starting salary for entry level firefighter is $33,292.52 annually,
with 4% extra pay for EMT, or 7% extra pay for Paramedic certification.
